Here are the suggestions so far for Virtual Season 4 of Hardcastle and McCormick (thanks Owl and Samuela). Items in purple have been claimed with claimant’s name in parenthesis. Orange are completed. Order of presentation is not order listed.

A. The Thin Blue Line Frank Harper comes to the judge to ask a favor; he thinks a cop
is taking bribes, but the cop's in Internal Affairs. Could Hardcastle
investigate? More clashes with the Police Commissioner and McCormick finds it
increasingly difficult to handle his school work plus crime-fighting. (Mapu)

B. As Yet Untitled—Mark looks into a kidnapping reported by his old pal (and cellmate) Teddy Hollins. Seems Teddy's reluctant to go to the police with his story because the abductee is a known druglord. McCormick convinces the judge to help out just asTeddy disappears, too. (Marilyn has a tentative reservation on this one)

C. “Too Many Crook’s” –Joe Fingers comes to Hardcastle for help after a poisoning incident at Chez Petite (now under new management). Mark goes undercover as the newest member of the wait-staff and discovers there are plenty of people who wanted the victim dead. (Owl)

D. Hardcastle is pleased and proud to be asked to participate in a
guest lecture series at McCormick's law school. But things take a dark turn when one of the student is found murdered just after making an urgent appointment to meet with
the judge.

E. Where is Yosemite Sam When You Need Him?--The judge finally convinces Mark to give camping another try. This time it's in Yosemite and Harper's along for the fishing. A park ranger misdirects them and they find themselves up a box canyon with flooding on the way. (Marilyn)

F. As Yet Untitled It's Father Atia's turn to ask for help: he tells the guys a crime is going to be perpetrated, but can't reveal the details. (Georgi)

G. A Matter of Trust—A trip to the bank turns into mayhem when some guys in ski masks show up. Their leader is an old acquaintance of Hardcastle's. Obviously. Hostage situation appreciated. (Samuela )

H. As Yet Untitled--Mark makes friends with a student who asks to borrow his notes. She has ulterior motives. Not the ones McCormick would hope for, though. (Cheri has claimed this story)

I. A stranger arrives at Gull's Way along with a suitcase full of old letters and
photos and a serious case of amnesia.

J. Something’s Going On In This Town  Hardcastle is bound for his annual judges' convention while McCormick is catching up on his school duties. Next day Mark gets a phone call from one of the judge's ex-colleagues--Hardcastle never made it to the venue. (L.M.Lewis has this)

K. LADIES AND GENTLEMEN The Aunts visit with the guys. McCormick's supposed to be reviewing for his finals but he's also in charge of the old ladies--Hardcastle wants him to keep them busy while he's working on a case with Frank. Humorous touch required. (Owl)
L. “Third Time Pays for All”—Sonny Daye makes a surprise visit to Gulls Way bearing ill tidings: Hardcastle’s on the hit list of the New Jersey Mob. (Owl and Lewis)

M. As Yet Untitled—Mark is accused of academic misbehavior and kicked out of law school. Will he and Milt be able to get to the bottom of things and prove his innocence? And even if they do, will Mark want to return to the scene of the crime?  (The Gull’s Way Collective, with plans to make this a two-part episode)
N. Has anyone ever stolen a judge's truck and had an over-eager law student doing the recovery work on it?? Kinda of stupid prank for a frat boy or two ain't it? Especially since he is living down dad's rep as a cop?

O. Angel in the Centerfold A fellow law student of Mark’s receives a compromising picture and an anonymous note. Mark and Milt try not to look sideways as the plot unfolds. (LM Lewis has this)
P. Dead Man Switch Mark and Milt investigate a violent death at the office building that once was home to Milt’s original law office. (L.M.Lewis has this)

Q. If You Could See What I Thought I Saw—It’s the return of the little men in green. Gypsy acrobats? Leprechauns? Who knows for sure, but Mark’s spring break takes on a touch of the bizarre when he’s approached by them for a favor that might turn into an international incident. (LM really wants this one)
R. Buried Treasure A midnight exhumation, or is it? Mark observes some graveyard misbehavior that leads him and Hardcastle to investigate a lethal combo of drugs and money. (Kirk has this)

S. Has anyone thought about that guy with the
crooked racing team that Mark wanted to drive for and Hardcastle sent to jail? Could something be done with one of his partners? You know, it looks good, the judge even says it should be straight, but it is a plot to get back at
Hardcastle and kill Mark just for fun?
T. The fix is in at major dog shows and the judge's down-the-beach
neighbor needs help, both with finding the bad guys (lots of money involved) and
in baby-sitting his little champion. The mutt, I beg your pardon, Tintally
Reardon Cragmoor, a scottish terrier (or should that be terror), is opinionated,
loud, and feisty. In other words, he fits right in at Gull's Way. (Lynn, possibly the GWC)

U. Didn't the Judge have another sister that we never met? What if she has a
daughter who is the "anti-Warren" and she comes to visit Gulls Way, meets Mark,
and sparks fly?
