Hardcastle and McCormick Stories v. 2 updated 7/18/2010

Fanfic net lists an author’s stories in series from most recently posted. I thought it might be useful (for me, at least) to reorganize mine on a timeline. For this purpose I made the assumption that the episodes were happening in something approaching real-time (though that was obviously not the case for Hate the Picture, Love the Frame, and for episodes that would have taken more time than a week to play out, such as She Ain’t Deep but She Sure Runs Fast). 
Starting with the episodes as a framework, I’ve put my own pieces in about where they fit. Some of the placements are admittedly a little arbitrary. There are a few conflicts—several stories that either stubbornly occupy the same space and others that just take up way too much time. A few of those have been nominated “AU”. For others I’ve just looked the other way. 
The pieces fall roughly into five types: 
*Missing scenes relate directly to a particular episode, occurring either during or after it.
*AU (alternate universe) is anything that is in contradiction to the actual episodes. 
*Story implies anything from a vignette to a plotted novel that isn’t directly related to a particular episode. 
*Parodies are stories which contain events which are not intended to be taken seriously. 

*Scenes-over-time are a series of scenes that are set months or even years apart, connected by a common theme (these, stubbornly resisting the chronology, are listed separately at the end).
I’ve included the three Gulls Way Collective stories that I participated in the writing of, because I have always included them in my Weltanschauung and reference them frequently.
